#FunFact:  Levels of alteration are 
not applicable to the decision tree for 
the Commercial Existing Construction 
Energy Code requirements.

Section C504 directs users to 
sections C501.3/C501.4 stating 
that repairs must comply with 
the code in which the building 
was constructed, provided this 
does not create hazards to life, 
health, or property. New 
materials must comply with code 
for new construction.

#FunFact:  Additions greater than 
20,000 SF are to be treated as a new, 
separate, building and subject to the 
Specialized Opt-​in Code, if compliance 
is required under New Construction 
Code pathway.

HISTORIC BUILDINGS are not exempt from energy code 
though CODE OFFICIALS MAY PROVIDE WAIVERS for 
specific requirements within the code that cannot be met 
because they are in proven conflict or destroy the historic 
nature of the building.
